A natural wine with a complex nose. Spicy and full of punchy liquorice, chocolate & dark fruits

Carignan, Vieilles Vignes, IGP Pays d’Hérault, Mont Rocher, France ..................... 
Supple, juicy black fruits balanced with the freshness of raspberry and silky soft tannins 

Montsablé Pinot Noir, Limoux, France ........................................................ 
Classic Pinot now from Limoux - earthy with delicate red & black fruit; lightly spiced finish

Rioja Crianza, Rey Don Garcia Bodegas Ruconia, Spain .................................... 
Lots of lively cherry fruit wrapped in attractive vanilla oak

Cloud Cuckoo Land, Nero d’Avola/Montepulciano, Australia ............................ 
Italian grapes in Australia, deliciously succulent with smoky, dark cherry fruit and subtle spice

Bobal Mil Historias, Altolandon, DO Manchuela, Spain .................................... 
Bobal makes succulent, rich wines at 1000m above sea level, giving amazing finesse and balance

Regnie, Domaine de Colette, France ........................................................... 
One of the bolder wines of Beaujolais, but still with the supple drinkability it is famous for

Chateau Lamothe Cissac, Haut-Medoc, France  .............................................. 
Nestled between Pauillac and Saint Estephe. Great vintage; blackcurrant with a soft leathery finish
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
